Their Spring 2008 scripted program is entitled “Letters from Camp CCR,” and features a variety of music selections, including The Great Gate of Kiev; Bach’s Little Fugue; the “whirlwind” composition for handbells, Tempest; the delightful Beach Spring Stomp; and other familiar hymn tunes and classical pieces.  The program is bound to include something for all musical tastes.  In addition to more than 145 Malmark handbells and handchimes, the concert includes accompaniment by electronic keyboard and a variety of percussion instruments.

What makes this group distinctive is their exquisite, musical performance of any style imaginable, topping it off with good humor and fun.  From fast and furious to melodic and beautiful, you will appreciate seeing and experiencing this group live in performance.  With handbells ranging from the size of small tower bells to the size of a tiny dinner bell, this group offers a unique experience of sight and sound. Jane C. Wright is the conductor and artistic director of CCR, and also serves as the director of Worship and Fine Arts Ministries at Westwood United Methodist Church in Kalamazoo.  She holds a Bachelor of Music degree in instrumental and choral music from Central Michigan University and a Masters degree in conducting from Michigan State University.  She founded CCR in 1984 with the intention of challenging handbell ringers to perform music that incorporates the finest repertoire written or arranged for handbells.  The result has been one that touches lives and makes a difference, both for the ringers and their audiences.  A demand for recordings led CCR to produce a Christmas recording, Season of Wonder; a Capital Classics recording of favorite anthems and classical selections, including their commissioned work, Réunir; and It’s Showtime!, a recording of show tunes from many eras.  Another recording, CCR Christmas LIVE, will be released this fall.
The fifteen volunteer ringers and their director are committed to top quality concert performances.  They have toured extensively in Michigan and surrounding states, as well as in the eastern United States and at Disney World, Florida.  CCR has been invited to perform multiple times with the Lansing Symphony Orchestra.
